Optional Junior Gold Qualifier:
 The fee for the Junior Gold Qualifier will be $50 for all
divisions. This fee is in addition to the tournament entry fee.
Bowlers must be a Junior Gold member to enter the Junior
Gold Qualifier (memberships can be purchased online).
Bowlers will advance at a 1:4 ratio. The Junior Gold qualifier
will consist of the five games of qualifying. After all rounds
of qualifying the top bowlers will advance to the Junior Gold
National Championship in Detroit. Each division must have
four bowlers to advance one bowler. In the event a division
does not have enough bowlers the tournament directors may
offer to combine divisions if all participants consent or
refunds will be offered. The tournament director under no
circumstances will force bowlers to bowl in a higher age
division in order to advance bowlers. If a division has more
than 4 participants, but not enough to advance a second
spot, then the next bowler in the standings will be offered an
EARP spot.
The Junior Gold qualifier will take place throughout the
entire tournament meaning bowlers can only enter the
qualifier once throughout the entire event. 
Bowlers in each JG qualifier division must all be bowling on
the same conditions (house or sport). If there is enough
bowlers to make two separate qualifiers for a division (sport
and house) then it will be conducted as so. If not refunds will
be offered.
 Scores from the Junior Gold Qualifier will not be available
until after conclusion of qualifying. The list of bowlers  
entered into the Junior Gold Qualifier will also not be
published until the conclusion of the event. Those wishing to
enter the Junior Gold Qualifier will be allowed to know how
many spots are currently projected to be awarded. 
In the event of a tie for a Junior Gold spot all affected
bowlers will be notified after the final qualifying squad and a
9th and 10th frame roll-off will take place. 

USBC Tournament rules shall apply. Failure to follow these rules
could result in immediate disqualification of bowler.
Decisions made by any tournament director are final.
The sport pattern will be announced 1 day before the event

This will be a singles tournament.
Divisions: 

There will be two divisions - Scratch and 184 & under
Handicap
 To enter the handicap division bowlers must have an
average of 184 or lower (see average rules)
 Any bowler may enter the scratch division regardless of
average; however bowlers with an average higher than
184 must enter the scratch division. Female participants in
the scratch division will NOT receive any bonus pins.

Handicap: 
80% of 184 for the handicap division.

Entering Averages for the Tournament:  
Highest 22-23 bowl.com average with at least 18 games. 
If none, bowlers will use their current average as of Nov
30th with at least 18 games and written verification.
If no average, bowlers will bowl scratch.
Any incorrect information will result in disqualification.

Format: 
Qualifying - Bowlers will bowl 5 games moving one pair to
the right after each game. The top 8 bowlers in each
division after all four squads of qualifying will make the
finals on Saturday. 
Finals - Bowlers advancing to the finals will bowl in a
double elimination bracket. Each match will consist of one
game. 

Entry fee will be $60. A mini-marathon option is available for
$150. Bowlers in the mini-marathon will select 3 squads to
bowl. Linage is $3 a game. At least 1:6 will receive prize
money in the form of scholarship.  SMART ACCT. #: 14147 
Dress Code:

Bowlers must wear bowling jerseys or collared polos. Male                  
participants are required to wear slacks or appropriate
dress pants. Female participants may wear slacks or
skirts that are no more than 3 inches above the knee.
