TOURNAMENT RULES

Entry Fee
$125 entry fee.  Entry fee includes lineage, fees and prize fund.  Prize fund will be between 50% and 60% of entry fee depending on number of entrees.  Entrants must be at least 18 years old.

Brackets/Side Pots
Brackets will be run in a standard 3 game bracket format.  Entry fee will be $5 per bracket.  Payouts will be $25 for the bracket winner and $10 for second place.  All side pot entry fees are $5. Side pots will be single winner takes all.

Prize Fund
Total prize fund percentage, amount, and number of winners is based on number of entrees and will include donated prizes in their entirety.  Top prize is guaranteed, and payouts will tier down to the last place to cash which is guaranteed their entry fee back.  Payout will be to the top 20% of bowlers.  For example: based on 48 entrees, 10 spots will be paid and the total prize fund will be $3,700.  This is subject to change based on any donated prize fund increasing payout values or ratio.

Fouls
Santa Ana Starlight Bowling Center foul lights will be operating; however, the scoring system will not register fouls.  It is the responsibility of the bowler to change their score for that throw to 0 immediately following a foul and reset the pinsetter to a full rack to shoot for a spare for that frame.  Failure to do so may result in disciplinary action including receiving a 0 for the frame where the violation occurred or even up to disqualification should it continue to be an issue.  Any scoring changes or disqualifications related to declining to follow this foul light rule are at the discretion of the tournament director and will not be grounds to receive a refund for entry, brackets, or side pots.

Equipment
Legal equipment for use during the tournament is defined by the equipment rules set out by USBC.  All equipment used by the bowler for this tournament must be considered “legal” for USBC league play.  Any of the Storm Bowling International products considered illegal for USBC tournaments will be considered legal for this event, and any balls with weight holes will be considered illegal for this event.

Ties
Should any tie between two or more bowlers determine the outcome of the cut into the next round, the tie breaker will be the values of each bowler’s highest individual game score for that round.  Should a tie still exist, each bowler’s second highest score will determine the tie break, and so on until the tie is broken.  Should both bowlers have bowled exactly the same scores for all of the round’s games, the tie will be determined by a one ball sudden death roll-off before the start of the next round.

This is not a certified USBC event.  All USBC Tournament Rules will be utilized for this tournament, and Starlight Bowling Center Guidelines and Regulations Apply and must be followed while on the Santa Ana Casino premises.  Any other issues addressed during the tournament will be assessed by the tournament director, and they will be settled at the discretion of the tournament director to the best interpretation of this set of rules and the standard rules of tournament play set out by The United States Bowling Congress.
