FORMAT: 20 entries or less, the top (8) bowlers, based on total pin-fall, will qualify for two game
match play. If entries are 21-40 the top (12) bowlers, based on total pin fall, will qualify for two
game match play.*top4 bowlers inthe (21-40) range will get afirstround bi. If entriesare 41-60, the
top (16) bowlers will qualify for two game match play. If a tie exists for a last qualifying position a
one ball roll off will be held until the tie is broken. The higher seed will choose lane and order of
bowling. Total pin fall during qualifying will determine seed position.

Entry fee Breakdown: Prize fund $88.00, Linage $27.00, fee & expenses $10.00. *There shall be one
cash prize for every four entries.

For consideration to participate in the Masters Tournament | agree to the following:

1. To abide by all tournament rules and regulations of the United States Bowling Congress and all
special rules and regulations governing the tournament.

RULES:

1. The tournament committee shall determine starting lanes.

2. Local incentive: the top local bowler and the top senior bowler (50+), who is a Merced USBC member with
at least 21 games in a 2023-2024 league, shall receive a $50.00 visa gift card each.

3.Alternates: None. If the qualifying bowler cannot bowl finals (for any reason) he/she shall receive zero for
the frames/games missed.

4.In case of a tie during qualifying, a one ball roll off will take place to determine tie-breaker. Higher seed will
choose lane and order of bowling. In case of a tie during bracket finals, highest game shot in the two games
breaks the tie.

5. SLOW PLAY: If tournament officials conclude that you are slow playing you will be warned once, and the
2" time will be given 0 pins for that frame.

6. DRESS CODE REQUIRMENTS SHALL BE A SHIRT WITH A COLLAR (preferably a bowling shirt) OR PBA
APPROVED ATTIRE. Dress pants MUST be worn in competition. Denim type jeans, drawstring pants or shorts
of any kind may NOT be worn in competition. Skirts may be worn in competition by female competitors. T-
shirts may NOT be worn. Hats, scarves, bandanas or sweatbands may NOT be worn.

7.USBC rules shall prevail in case of any omissions. USBC Sanctioned.

8. All decisions of the Tournament Committee shall be final. Any appeals must be made in writing in
accordance with USBC Rule 329.

9.Premature termination of the tournament brought about by war, national emergency use relating cause
thereto or there from fire, natural disaster or any other reason beyond the control of the Merced USBC
Association Masters tournament shall cause, to the extent require thereby, all advertised prizes, guaranteed
or otherwise, to be prorated in accordance with the number of entrants who have bowled in the event up to
the time of such termination.
