TOURNAMENT RULES

1. Entryis open to all CTF members 50 years of age and over.

2. The tournament shall consist of a Doubles event, a Singles event and optional All
Events. Doubles may be two women, two men or mixed. Multiple entries will be
allowed in each event but in no case shall the same player in singles or the same two
doubles partners place more than once in the prize money.

3. Total pins plus handicap of six games, three in each event, shall determine the all
events winner in each of the three age categories.

Age categories will be 50-59, 60-69, 70 & over.

All events will be comprised of the first entry into the doubles and singles events. Their
will be an additional scratch all events option for each age category also.

4. Cash prizes will be awarded for doubles and singles events based on total pin fall plus
handicap. (No Age Categories)

5. Handicap shall be 100% of the difference between the bowlers’ average and 230.

6. Prize ratio shall be 1in 5 or a major portion thereof in doubles, singles and all events.
Prize money will be distributed within 30 days of the close of the tournament.

7. Entrants must use their highest sanctioned league average in the following order:
a. Highest CTF 2023-24 season final average for at least 21 games.
b. Highest CTF average on date of participation for 21 games or more.
c. All others bowl scratch.

8. Entry fee to be paid by cash, cheque or eTransfer. Reserved squad times will not be
guaranteed until entry fees are paid in full. Cheques to be made payable to C.R. &
District Bowling Association. eTransfer can be send to: crdbasecretary@gmail.com

9. Rule 319a. 2 and 3 shall apply (current league average 10 pins higher than entering
average must be reported). Rule 319d (report previous prize winnings) and Rule 319e
(adjust entering average) are waived.

10. Entries will be accepted up to one half hour prior to squad time providing lanes are
available.

11. A bowler arriving after the start of a game will begin bowling in the frame then being
bowled. No score will be given for frames missed. This includes frames 1, 2 and 3.

12. Any bowler who ceases bowling, for any reason, mid game or series will be receive
no score for frames missed.

13. Any rules not covered herein will be governed by the CTF rule book.

14. Any questions not covered by these rules will be handled by the tournament
manager.
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
