Cost: $45 Tournament Entry ($35 if paid by July 31, 2021); Optional: $5 brackets, no limit; Junior Gold entry fees based on Junior Gold division. Per 

entry: $15 lineage, $15 to scholarship, $5 expenses. Limited to the first 48 paid entries. A wait list will be started once 16 bowlers per division are 

entered.  Refunds will only be issued if a replacement bowler from the wait list takes over an entry for a cancellation. Walk-ins accepted only if space 

is available.

Tournament Date: August 7, 2021. Check-In will begin at 10:15 am. Bowling will begin when all participants are checked in or at 11:00 am, whichever is first. 

Bowlers who arrive after competition has started will be awarded zero for each missed frame. No make ups will be allowed. 

Format: 4 games of qualifying on a modified house or challenge pattern, moving lanes after each game; Cut to top 6 in each division for single-elimination seeded 

bracket finals. Ties for the final advancing position will be broken by a 9th and 10th frame roll-off. If a tie still remains, a single ball roll-off will determine the 

advancer.
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
