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2022 Idaho Teen Masters Qualifier Rules Tt e

Scratch. The Idaho Teen Masters Qualifier is a scratch singles event.
Eligibility. To participate in Teen Master Qualifier, you must meet the following criteria:

e Age. You must be nineteen or younger on August 5, 2022.

e Unrestricted. This event is open to any youth bowler in or outside of the State of Idaho.

e Amateur. You must be an amateur bowler. Members of the PBA and/or PWBA are ineligible.
Members of Junior PBA are eligible.

e Availability. Must be able to participate at Teen Master in Detroit, Michigan from July 31—
August 5%, 2022.

Divisions. The Idaho Teen Masters Qualifier will offer singles competition in two separate divisions: girls
and boys.

Dress Code. During competition, no bowler may have any ear buds or headphones on. No hats and or
headgear during competition. Boys must wear slacks. Girls must wear slacks, skirt, dress shorts, or
capris. Skirts and shorts must be of an appropriate length for bowling. A collared shirt or jersey must be
worn, with or without name on back.

Wrist Support Devices. Because the Teen Masters believes that variations in ball motion are the
responsibility of the bowler, all wrist supports will be prohibited. Gloves that do not contain rigid metal
or plastic are allowed.

Good Sportsmanship & Mutual Respect. Competitors, family members and coaches are expected to
always display good sportsmanship and mutual respect throughout the event. Those failing to do so
may be immediately excused from further participation.

Format.

e All bowlers will bowl 12 games for qualification. 6 games on a Kegel sport long pattern, 6 games
on a Kegel sport short pattern.

e The top 16 from each division will move on to the finals on Sunday morning. The finals will be
on a Kegel Challenge sport pattern. Scores from qualification will carry over to match play. The
top 8 will bowl the bottom 8 in match play format with 30 bonus points for each win. Bowlers
will bowl 7 games and 1 position round.

e The top 4 move into a 1 game stepper ladder.

Cost. The entry fee for the Idaho Teen Masters Qualifier is $100.00 per bowler ($42.00 lineage, $2.00
expenses, and $55.00 prize fund). All bowlers need to pre-register to participate. Pre-registration can
be with an email to the tournament director or sign up on tournamentbowl.com. Prepayment can be
made prior to the event by calling the center and paying over the phone (208-888-2048). Payment can
be made on-site on the day of the event. There are no refunds given within 24 hours of starting the
event.



Prize.

e Payouts from the prize fund will be 1:6. All winnings will be deposited in bowlers’ SMART
scholarship accounts.

e The winners of the boys’ and girls’ divisions will receive a paid entry into the 25" Annual Teen
Masters AND the top Boy and Girl finisher from Idaho will also receive a paid entry sponsored by
the Idaho State USBC. Disclaimer: If the top boy and girl ARE already from Idaho, the next
highest bowler in each division will receive the entry. All 4 qualifiers will receive the following
items while at Teen Masters:

o Official Practice Session

One professional headshot photograph

Two personalized Championship jerseys

One personalized event credential

One ticket to the Welcome Celebration featuring hypnotist Tom Deluca

At least 18 games of Teen Masters competition

One $5,000 Double Trouble XL entry

One $5,000 Blind Draw Team Challenge entry

One ticket to the Silver Jubilee Party

o One $5,000 Teen Masters Twilight Zone entry
