
1. Pre-registration deadline is May 1, 2022. There will be a limit of 48 bowlers. 8 bowlers per pair in the 12 
      lane center.  24 allowed in the scratch division and 24 allowed in the handicap division. Once those  
      spots are filled you will be put on a waiting list. If open spots become available, those on the waiting list  
      will be contacted going in order to which they were received. There will be 2 waiting lists.  1 for scratch  
      and 1 for handicap. 
2.   Handicap will be 100% of 210 
3. Open to all current USBC youth sanctioned league members U18. If you have turned 18 this season  

      you are still eligible to bowl this tournament. 

4. Bowl 5 games of qualifying. Moving a pair to the right after each game.  Field in each division will cut in  

      1/2 to bowl 1 more game (pins roll over from qualifying).  Then the top 5 will go into stepladder.  All cut  

      position ties will be decided on a 9th & 10th roll off. 

5.  Top qualifier of each division will be awarded $100 scholarship bonus sponsored by Lehigh Lanes 

6.  Sign up starts at 10:00 am / bowling starts at 11:00 am. 

7. The tournament will be bowled on a sport pattern. Please visit SWFL Youth Bowling Tournaments for  

      the pattern. It will be posted once we decide which pattern will be used.

REGISTRATION FOR HANDICAP – SEND AN EMAIL TO RTYOUTHTOURNAMENTS: Include bowlers  
name, USBC sanction #, phone #, your current highest league average and please tell us if the league is  
bowled on a sport/challenge/house pattern.  if you want to qualify for Junior Gold and if so what age  
division (see bottom of front for age divisions). You MUST also send a copy of the standing sheet of your  
CURRENT highest league average.  If you bowl in multiple leagues, you MUST SEND the highest league  
average.  If you don’t provide one you MUST bowl in the scratch division.  The standing sheet MUST be  
from the weeks of 05/01/22 to 05/14/22.  Since the pre-registration deadline is May 1st you will send a  
separate email with your standing sheet.  
 

AVERGE RULE:  We will use your current USBC Sanctioned league average.  If you bowl in multiple  
leagues, you MUST supply the standing sheet for the current highest average.  Average on standing sheet  
MUST be from 21 games or more.  If averages are found to be misreported, you will be disqualified with no  
refund. If no current average is available then Jan 1st average will be used. 
 

Only handicap bowlers need to send in a league standing sheet.
