STRIKETOBER DOUBLES RULES
								
1. Eligibility:  This tournament is open to all bowlers holding a current USBC membership.   
2. Competition:
a. All entrants will bowl 3 qualifying games across 3 different pairs of lanes.
b. Initial lane assignments will be drawn, after each game, bowlers will move to the right one pair.
c. Based on total pinfall (including handicap), the field will be reduced to 1:6.  Based on entries, the top 2 qualifying teams may be awarded a 1st round bye.  Bracket style finals will be a total of 3 games.
d. At least one advancing team will be a “senior” team.  Both players must be over the age of 60 to qualify as senior.
e. The doubles that advance will bowl in a single elimination style format, pairing based on total pinfall (including handicap) during the qualifying rounds.
f. Each finals match will be 1 game, winner advances.
g. Brackets will show exact pairings.
3. Handicap:  85% of 210. 
4. Any tie that could affect the final qualifying position or a single elimination game will compete in a 9th & 10th frame rolloff.  The rolloff will continue until a clear winner is determined.  Ties affecting a bracket position will be resolved by placing the higher average doubles as the higher seed. A coin toss will resolve position if tied bowler’s averages are equal.
5. Average used is based on this order:
1) 2021-2022 fall season highest USBC league average based on a minimum of 21 games.
2) 2020-2021 league average based on a minimum of 21 games.  Only if bowler has no previous fall season average.
3) 2022 summer season average based on a minimum of 21 games.
4) Current season based on a minimum of 21 games.  Only if bowler has no previous fall or summer average. (See rule 6 for re-rating.)
5) Bowlers that cannot meet conditions of the previous 3 items, must enter and bowl with 0 handicap, 210 average.
6. Rerating and Adjustment of Average (USBC rule 319)  
a. USBC rules 319a and 319e will apply.
b. Tournament management has the authority to assign an average higher than the minimum average prior to participation. (USBC rule 319b)
c. It is the bowler’s responsibility to verify his/her own average.
7. If bowler has tournament winnings exceeding $300 (cash or prizes) in any event, combined prize winnings of $500 or more in one tournament, or $1000 or more in all within the last 12 months, then disclosure in accordance with USBC Rule 319d is required.  Failure to comply is cause for forfeiture of entry fees and prize winnings.
8. It is each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of their own average, whether originally submitted by the bowler or assigned by others.  Failure to use the correct average may disqualify the score if submitted average is lower than correct average, thereby resulting in more handicap.  (USBC Rule 319a-3).
9. Slow play will not be tolerated, whether intentional or unintentional; and will result in the player receiving a 0 for the frame.		            Tournament official will give one (1) warning.
10. Lane assignments for the final rounds are pre-determined based on bracketed position.  
11. Additional Bowler Responsibility:
a. Check in at least one-half hour prior to posted squad time.
b. Be prepared to present proof of USBC membership.
12. Cash prizes will be distributed according to USBC rule #308.  Payout is 1 in 6.
13. DRESS CODE:  In alignment with state and national tournaments, the following dress code will apply.  SLACKS ARE PREFERRED; however, jeans are allowed but must not have holes.  Skirts or shorts may be worn (no more than 3.5 inched above knee).   Shirts bearing the name of the bowler on the back are preferred, but not required.  Athletic shorts, halter/tank tops/spaghetti straps, sleeveless, lewd, or offensive attire is not allowed.  Failure to comply with dress code will result in disqualification.
14. Tournament bowlers will observe a (1) lane courtesy.
15. A tournament game or frame(s) irretrievably lost in the scoring process may be re-bowled with approval of tournament management.
16. All decisions of the tournament management or manager is final.
17. All USBC Rules will apply, except as specifically stated.  Tournament is USBC Sanctioned.
